  L ent is upon us, that season when 

many Christians seek to improve their spiri-

tuality and their walk with God through a fo-

cus on prayer (called justice toward God), 

self-sacrifice, fasting, and positive changes 

in behavior to replace  former deeds of self-

centeredness (called justice toward self), and 

acts of charity (called justice toward others). 
 

 Historically this tradition began as a 

forty day period of instruction  for new con-

verts to Christianity which culminated in 

their baptism on Easter Sunday.  These new 

converts were expected to fast during this 

time in order to give their full attention to the 

instruction.  When the Roman Emperor de-

clared Christianity a legal religion (not until 

nearly the middle of the fourth century AD) 

there was an influx of new converts.  With a 

desire to identify with and encourage these 

new believers during their period of initia-

tion, the rest of the church was called on to 

join the new converts in the fast. 
 

There are many peri-

ods of forty in the Bible: Noah and the great 

flood, Moses on Mount Sinai, the Israelitesô 

forty years of wandering, Davidôs forty years 

of reign.
