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  Have you noticed all the poll-
ing taking place as the election prognosti-
cators try to predict ahead of the election 
who will be the candidates and who will 
win?  In addition to these polls there are 
also polls on the President’s and Con-
gress’s approval  ratings. The one that 
caused me pause was the one that asked, 
“How well do you think God is doing?” 
 

 Does one who is created judge the 
Creator?  Does God need our approval?  
Do we set the standard for God’s perform-
ance and then measure His progress?  
Have we lost our minds that we should 
dare consider such a thing?  Are we so ar-
rogant to think that we could evaluate the 
Creator?  Does such not presuppose that 
we are above the Creator? 
 

 The first “poll taker” I heard propose 
this wanted his listeners to respond to his 
poll by considering God’s performance in 
such things as  tsunamis, hurricanes, earth-
quakes and the like. 
 

 Well here’s something to consider.  
When a tsunami strikes it  washes some  of  
the land and debris  out to sea. Marine bi-
ologists tell us that this replenishes the 
ocean and helps  nearby sea life bringing 
restoration to the biosphere.   

When we first moved to  Columbus in 
1996, the water levels in the reservoirs 
were so low it was reported that it would 
take the rain from three hurricanes to bring 
levels back to normal. 
 

 While we would not wish disaster 
on anyone, there does seem to be some 
benefit to these events.
